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Asifitweren’ tterrible enough, Stanley finds himself beset on all sides by women --
neurotic, half-baked, critical or just plain capricious -- and he begins to wonder
whetherinsanity is not something with which all women are intimately acquainted.
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KINGSLEY AMIS was born in south London in 1922 and was educated at the City of
London School and St John's College, Oxford. After the publication of Lucky Jim in
1954, Kingsley Amis wrote over twenty novels, including The Alteration, winner of the
John W. Campbell Memorial Award, The Old Devils, winner of the Booker Prize in 1986,
and The Biographer's Moustache, which was to be his last book. He also wrote on
politics, education, language, films, television, restaurants and drink. Kingsley Amis
vv9a95 awarded the CBE in 1981 and received a knighthood in 1990. He died in October
1995.
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
