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The monumentality and psychological drama of Paula Rego's paintings have
established her as one of the most importantﬂ%urative painters of her generation. Her
first retrospective exhibition in London in 1988 brought together a range of her
dramatically simplified paintings of the ambiguous relations of men, women and
children. This study was first published in 1992, but since then Rego has produced new
work, including the "Peter Pan" etchings, the "Dog Woman" series and "The Ostriches",
which are illustrated and discussed.
