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Ponders such questions as: How can we distinguish between injustice and misfortune?
and What can we learn from the victims of calamity about the sense of injustice they
harbour? Shklar formulates a new political and moral theory of injustice.
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Whereas Rawls implied that liberalism earned its moral legitimacy by pursuing justice,
ShMarUea&ijeopk¥ s experience of injustice as worthy of moral consideration on
its own. For Shklar, the capacity to sense injustice was independent of, and perhaps
even more morally significant than, the sense of justice Rawls typically appealed to.

Main point: no line can be drawn in
general or in abstract between injustice and misfortune, but whatever decisions we
make will be unjust unless we take into account the victim's subjective sense of
injustice and sentiments.
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
