The
author suggests that the fundamental character of colonialism is not so much
economic or technological domination, but cultural subservience of the indigenous
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peczfle, and the cultural arrogance of the rulers, Nandﬁ bases his thesis largely on a
study of Gandhi and Kipling in colonial India. The book is in two parts: The Psychology
of Colonialism: Sex, Age, and Ideolovgvy, and part two: The Uncolonized Mind: A
Post-colonial View of [ndia and the West.
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
