Originally published in 1981, this critical survey of Rimbaud's work was intended
mamly forthe student and the %eneral reader, but the specialist will also find in it fresh
and illuminating comments. While taking into account the 'two Rimbauds', the
visionary poet and the trader, and the two aspects of the work, the poems and the
letters, Professor Hackett's chief concern is the poetry. He concentrates on the more
important of the early verse poems, the Lettre du voyant, the 1872 verse poems, and
the m?orwritmgs, lluminations and Une Saison en enfer.
