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This book is a graded Latin reader of four Greek myths (Perseus, Heracles, Jason and
the Argonauts, and Ulysses) originally composed by Francis Ritchie. Facing each page
of the Latin text is a single page of corresponding vocabulary and grammatical
commentary. Once readers have memorized the core vocabulary list, they will be able
to read the Latin text and consult all relevant vocabulary and grammatical notes
without turning a page.
