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#Melissa J. Brown can to some degree be seen as a companion of Dai Baocun, due to
the common claim on the significant role of Taiwanese identity in the Taiwan issue.
But even so, the more rigorous research approach and the less incisive political
preference in Brown s this book still prove that her argument is way more
sophisticated than Dai " s.
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
