It is also the direct derivative of the
conflict between the need for the authority's love and the urge towards instinctual
satisfaction, whose inhibition produces the inclination to aggression.|Can't stand his
patriarchal tone...
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"The 'oceanic' feeling exists in many people, and we are inclined to trace it back to an
early phase of ego-feeling”.

Isn't this pervasive malaise a symptom, and therefore a form (oftentimes the only way
we are capable of) of enjoyment?
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
