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As an adolescent, Pogrebin experienced agonizing rejection from Judaism because
she was female, and at 15 she disassociated herself from organized Judaism. This
book is about her journey 20 years later back to her roots, her decision to reconsider
her withdrawal, and her struggle to reconcile feminism and her religion.
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
