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Decadence in the Late Novels of Henry James is a study of the novels of 'the major
phase', taken as a cumulative, coherently evolving corpus. Anna Kventsel addresses
these novels as a finely calibrated exploration of fin-de-siecle experience, revealing
how they invoke familiar western polarizations of spirit and matter, mind and body,
subject and object, in order to grap‘ole with a psycho-cultural impasse caused b%
increasing rigidification of these polarities.
