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This powerful book covers the vast and various terrain of African American music, from
bebop to hip-hop. Guthrie P. Ramsey, Jr., begins with an absorbing account of his own
musical experiences with family and friends on the South Side of Chicago, evoking
Sunday-morning worship services, familygathermgs with food and dancing, and jam
sessions at local nightclubs. This lays the foundation for a brilliant discussion of how
musical meaning emerges in the private and communal realms of lived experience and
how African American music has shaped and reflected identities in the black
community. DeeEly informed by Ramsey's experience as an accomplished musician, a
sophisticated cultural theorist, and an enthusiast brought up in the community he
discusses, "Race Music" explores the global influence and popularity of African
American music, its social relevance, and key questions regarding its interpretation
and criticism.
