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are discussed and placed within the context of settlement patterns, religious practices,
and ritual from 1800 to 500 BC. The study provides a framework for understanding
Olmec art and archaeology as well as the history of how this important and enigmatic
precursordto other Mesoamerican civilizations such as the Maya and Aztec came to be
uncovered.
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
