It has been retold again and again by teachers and
storytellers over the centuries to illustrate the power of the spoken word. Words can
teach, heal, and inspire. When misused, careless words can be a cruel weapon, as
anyone who has ever been a victim of a rumor knows." In this story, a woman learns
that hurtful words--like the feathers blown from a burst pillow--are impossible to
retrieve. Cutchin's dynamic illustrations complement the text with vivid colors and
lifelike characters
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
