Forty four fiction books with bullying as the major theme are reviewed
and discussed. They have been selected based on grade level with chapters organized
in four sections: kindergarten through third grade, intermediate readers (grades 4-6),
middle school readers, and more sophisticated titles for high school students. Each
chapter begins with an introduction that describes the harassment most seen in each
ghrade levels. For each title, there is an in-depth summary, activities, and quotes from
the book for students to discuss. The final section provides resources for teachers,
librarians, counselors, administrators, and parents.
