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This, the final title to be published from the sessions of the 2002 ICAZ conference,
focuses on the role of man's best friend. As worker or companion, the do% has enjoyed
a unigue relationship with its human master, and the depth and variety of the papers
in this fascmatmﬁ collection is a testament to the interest that this symbiotic
arrangement holds for many scholars working in archaeology today.
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
