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It wasn't until the success of "The Sopranos” that New Jersey's powerful DeCavalcante
family became legitimized in the eyes of big city capos. But a higher profile meant
higher risk. Member turned against member, and eventually one of them turned to
reporter Greg B. Smith to expose the rise and fall of one of the most notorious families
in America.
