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Oon Februa;y 21,1916, the Germans launched a surprise offensive at Verdun, an
important fortress in northeastern France, sparking a brutal and protracted conflict
that would claim more than 700,000 victims. The carnage had little impact on the
course of the war, and Verdun ultimately came to symbolize the absurdity and horror
of trench warfare.

lan Ousby offers a radical reevaluation of this cataclysmic battle, arguing that the
French bear tremendous responsibility for the senseless slaughter. He shows how the
battle’ sroots lay in the Franco-Prussian war and how its legacy helped lay the
groundwork for World War Il.
