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Al Hasp and Norm Carpenter are partners in a successful Orange County private
investigation firm. When Norm, considered the brains of the outfit, announces he has
become a born-again Christian and will be resignm%, Al asks him to take one final case.
It means going undercover in the organization of televangelist and faith healer Vincent
Majors. Al believes Majors is a phony and when Majors? son-in-law, a pro basketball
coach, is murdered, the case takes on added complications and then explodes at a
Christian college in Southern California. Neither an attack on nor a promotion of
fundamentalist Christianity, this is a refreshing look behind the scenes of one of
America’ s biggest businesses, in the entertaining guise of classical whodunit.
