Born in to a largely Italian
family in London, she was sister to two members of the pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood,
and posed for some of their early paintings. In her own right she worked at the London
Pemtentiarﬁ/) for Fallen Women, retraining you n%prostitutes for a respectable way of
life. She published four volumes of poetry, two books for children and a collection of
sparkling stories.
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
