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The important points stressed in the "Play Bridge!" televi-
sion series are outlined and explained in this book.

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you particularly want to remember. We suggest that you
take your notes here so that all of your information on
bridge will be in one handy location.

After you have watched the lesson on television and read
the corresponding chapter, you can check your under-
standing of the principles in the"TEST YOURSELF section
at the end of the chapters. Try to find the answer to the
problem and explain why you bid or played as you did,
before looking at the explanations.

Many systems have been devised for the bidding and
play of contract bridge. We are using the American Stan-
dard System, introduced by Charles Goren, because it is
