How to find information

When you are revising an essay that has been marked by your
instructor, tracking down information is simple, If your in-
structor marks problems with a number such as 16 ora num-
ber and letter such as 12e, you can turn directly to the
appropriate section of the handbook. Just fhp through the
colored tabs on the upper corners of the pages until you find
the number in question. The number 16. for example leads
you to the rule "Tighten wordy sentences.” and 12e takes you
