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As Perdue states, the observation by Lucian Pye of China not having a mature
nationalism is accurate (for a sanity check, what is an un-Chinese behavior; and what is
un-American or un-British), though his diagnosis of civilization state is inaccurate. To
Perdue the problem is the empire. It all points to a gaping hole in the notion of China..
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
