When a POW camp is established near her village, seventeen-year-old barmaid Esther
Fvans finds herself strangely drawn to the camp and its forlorn captives. She is
exploring the camp boundary when the astonishing occurs: Karsten, a young German
corporal, calls out to her from behind the fence. From that moment on, the two foster a
secret relationship that will ultimately put them both at risk. Meanwhile, another
foreigner, the German-Jewish interrogator Rotherham, travels to Wales to investigate
Britain's most notorious Nazi prisoner, Rudolf Hess. In this richly drawn and
