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"It's so important that the truth be told, that Native Americans have a platform so that
we can hear ourselves. | also want to say that it's increasingly important that we take
control of our lives and tell our stories. [T we're to survive, we've got to take hold of our
anger and our fears, stand up with all of the strength and beauty and wisdom that our
ancestors have left us, and live with that." --Greg Sarris Surviving in Two Worlds brings
together the voices of twenty-six Native American leaders. The interviewees come from
a variety of tribal backgrounds and include such national figures as Oren Lyons, Arvol
Looking Horse, John Echohawk, William Demmert, Clifford Trafzer, Greg Sarris, and
Roxanne Swentzell. Theirinterviews are divided into five sections, grouped around the
themes of tradition, history and politics, healing, education, and culture. They take
readers into their lives, their dreams and fears, their philosophies and experiences, and
show what they are doing to assure the survival of their peoples and cultures, as well as
the earth as a whole. Their analyses of the past and present, and especially their
counsels for the future, are timely and urgent.
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
