This ravishing book
brings Toledo?s creations to a wider audience, places them within the context o
contemporary fashion, and examines her creative process.

Interviewing Toledo, her husband (fashion illustrator Ruben Toledo), and other
colleagues, clients, and critics, Valerie Steele gives an account of Toledo?s career and
explains that while she has been heralded by leading fashion magazines and featured
in stores in New York and Europe, she has not had the long-term financial backing to
break out of the niche market.
