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Best known for his acclaimed novels The Power of the Dog and The Sheep Queen,
Thomas Savage (1915-2003) was an extraordinary chronicler of the American West. The
Pass, his first novel, was published b% Doubleday in 1944, and it sets the stage for
several of Savage's later novels which, in the words of Annie Proulx, capture a family
complexity of names and identities, of east coast culture and western mountains, of
manual labor and writing, of a lost past and private secrets.
