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Deep in the winter of 1862, on the border between Kentucky and Tennessee, two
extraordinary military leaders faced each other in an epic clash that would transform
them both and change the course of American history forever. Brigadier General
Ulysses S. Grant had no significant military successes to his credit at the outset of the
campaign.
