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B.F. Skinner (1904-1990) is one of the most famous and influential figures in twentieth
century psychology. A best-selling author, inventor, and social commentator, Skinner
was both a renowned scientist and a public intellectual known for his controversial
theories of human behavior. Beéond the Box is the first full-length study of the ways in
which Skinner's ideas left the laboratory to become part of the post-war public's
