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How can we unleash the potential of sustainable development and integrate it into
trade? This book explores how procurement by Western companies can be carried out
in such a way that all parties benefit, including the poor.

In many sectors,
sustainability is still in its in ancy, and only minor progress has been made in making
purchasing practices sustainable. There are several international initiatives to promote
sustainable procurement but few practical business experiences. Most companies,
small and medium enterprises in particular, simply dont know how to bring it about.
This book is intended for readers in businesses and support organisations interested in
promoting sustainable procurement in developing countries. It documents three
examples of companies that procure their supplies (ginger, mango and citrus) from
countries in the South -- Sierra Leone, Mali and South Africa.
