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This book addresses an important topic and fills a major gap in developments in
modern theology and Christian ethics. Significant treatments include Wolfhart
Pannenberg's historical overview of the relationship between modernism and
Christian faith, John Webster's meticulous analysis of Christian theology's contribution
to modern conceptions of conscience, J. L. O'Donovan's critique of liberal
contractarian theory, and Alasdair Maclntyre's examination of the critical issues which
Christianity raises for secular philosophy. Specially commissioned by the Editors, this
study incorporates unpublished work by many international scholars of the highest
standing, including Alasdair Maclntyre, Wolfhart Pannenberg, Stanley Hauerwas, John
Webster, Miroslav Volf, Fergus Kerr and Oliver O'Donovan, as well as chapters by the
Editors Michael Banner and Alan Torrance.
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
