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And on the tenth day we came to the land where the lotus grows--a wondrous fruit, for
whoever eats of it cares not to see country or wife or children again. Now the

L otus-eaters, for so the people of the land are called, were a kindly folk, and gave of the
fruit to some of the sailors, not meaning them any harm, but thinking it to be the best
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that they had to give. These, when they had eaten, said that they would not sail any
more over the sea; and, when | heard this, | bade their comrades bind them and carry
them, sadly complaining, to the ships.
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
