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Nationalism has had repercussions throughout the modern era, lying at the root of
wars, revolutions, and social and cultural movements. This volume analyses and
compares different forms of nationalism as they originated and developed in Europe
throughout the 'long nineteenth century', and offers an original and authoritative
reassessment.
