They then examine in detail the processes of planning and doing
oral history, which include articulating the purpose of interviews, determining legal
and ethical Barameters, identifying narrators and interviewers, choosing equipment,
developing budgets and record-keeping systems, preparing for and recordin
interviews, and caring for interview materials.
