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An alarming number of students today has emotional burdens and learning deficits so
significant that success in a traditional classroom is nearly impossible. What kinds of
strategies can teachers use to manage classrooms full of resistant teenagers? How can
teachers motivate apathetic, disenfranchised adolescents who have never viewed
themselves as learners?

The book is not a panacea or paradigm for teaching nonmainstream
adolescents. Itis a theoretically sound guide designed to inspire beginning and
experienced classroom teachers whose %oal is to er&ga%e students actively, to help
them become generators of ideas, to build spirit and self-esteem among one another,
and to explore, appreciate, and celebrate language.
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
