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This volume calls attention to the changing or multiple meaning of key concepts and
terms in Revolutionary-era political thought. As against the tendency to stress the
relative homogeneity o the ideas that colaesced in the late 1780s, this collection
creates a set of case studies that illuminate the range of issues around which new and
disputed positions formed.
