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The majority of scholarly and activist opinion by and about Indigenous women claims
that feminism is irrelevant for them. Yet there is also an articulate, theoretically
informed and activist constituency that identifies as feminist. This book is by and
about Indi%enous feminists, whose work demonstrates a powerful and original
intellectual and political contribution demonstrating that feminism has much to offer
Indignenous women in their struggles against ogpression and for equality. Indigenous
feminism is international in its scope: the contributors here are from Canada, the USA,
Sapmi (Samiland), and Aotearoa/New Zealand. The chapters include theoretical
contributions, stories of political activism, and deeply personal accounts of developing
political consciousness as Aboriginal feminists.
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
