The
book shows that le%itimate government is now routinely accompanied by
extra-governmental covert operations. Using a variety of case studies, from the mafia in
Italy to programmes for food and reconstruction in Iraq, the contributors illustrate that
para-political structures are not 'deviant’, but central to the operation of global
governments. The creation of this truly parallel world-economy, the source of huge
political and economic potential, entices states to undertake new forms of regulation,
either through their own intelligence agencies, or through the more shadowy world of
criminal cartels.
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
