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This book is an interpretation of Bonhoeffer in the contemporary context. Jeffrey Pugh
puts Bonhoeffer's theology in perspective by revisiting some of the themes of his life
that have found abiding significance in Christian theology. Starting with a chapter on
why Bonhoeffer is still important for us today, this book moves to chapters that bring
Bonhoefferinto conversation with our present situation. In each of these chapters
Pugh takes one of the central ideas of Bonhoeffer and gives them a fresh perspective.
Many of Bonhoeffer books toda¥ are written from an exegetical perspective, they tr
and get at exactly what Bonhoelfer meant. Others are written from a hermeneutica
perspective, they try and interpret Bonhoeffer's abiding significance. This book seeks
to combine both these approaches to offer interpretations of Bonhoeffer that are
germane to our situation today.
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
