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In the wake of the 9/11 tragedy recent political and religious conlflicts, attention to
religious violence has increased exponentially. Although violence in the name of
religion has been around for centuries, there Is increasing need to examine the roots of
religious violence, with the hope of working for peace. In More Moral than God,
Charlene Burns takes a unique look at the psychological motivations behind religious
violence. Drawing from psychology, philosophy, and theology, Burns illuminates the
interplay between our images of God, our individual egos, and our collective selves,
and brings to light the degree to which each of us can and must take responsibility for
the religious landscape.
