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The third book of the Sandman collection is a series of four short comic book stories.
In each of these otherwise unrelated stories, Morpheus serves only as a minor
character. Here we meet the mother of Morpheus's son, find out what cats dream
about, and discover the true origin behind Shakespeare's A Midsummer's Night Dream.
The latter won a World Fantasy Award for best short story, the first time a comic book
was given that honor.

This volume includes issues 17-20 of the original series and features completely new
coloring, approved by the author, of issues I'7 and 18.
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Neil Gaiman is the #1 New York Times bestselling author of more than twenty books,
and is the recipient of numerous literary honors. Originally from England, he now lives
in America.

The Marvel and Other Short Stories is a collected anthology of six short stories written
by the winners of the Austin Macauley World Book Day short story competition.

Charles Vess is one of the most acclaimed artists in the field of illustration. He is the
winner of the World Fantasy Award for Best Artist. A critically acclaimed fine artist, he

has had numerous gallery showings in this country and abroad. He lives in southwest
Virginia.
