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Born into a family of wealthy and patrician New En%\anderS, Fdie Sedgwick became, in
the 1960s, both an emblem of, and a memorial to, the doomed world spawned by
Andy Warhol. Edie was outrageous, vulnerable and strikingly beautiful. Her childhood
was dominated by a brutal but glamorous father. Fleeing to New York, she became an
instant celebrity, known to everyone in the literary, artistic and fashionable worlds of
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the day. She was Warhol's twin soul, his creature, the superstar of his films and, finally,
the victim of a life which he created for her.
